Academic Heraldry:

The Symbols of Learning

While the current code concerning the types of academic regalia to be used by colleges
in the United States dates from 1959, distinctive academic dress dates from the
medieval universities of the eleventh and twelfth centuries. The college or university
commencement procession today is a pageant, alive and bright with dress and ceremony
derived from the tradition of the oldest universities.

Academic life as we know it today began in the Middle Ages—in Bologna and Paris,
Oxford and Cambridge, Edinburgh, Glasgow and Louvain—first in the church,

then in the guilds. The teaching guild was the Guild of the Master of Arts, where the
bachelor was the apprentice of the master, and the dress was color-coded and
patterned according to the academic level and discipline. In the hierarchy of the
academic world, the associate’s degree is the modern entry point. Its equivalent in the
puild of teachers was that of a junior apprentice. Twelfth-century records of Oxford
University state this justification for academic dress: “It is honorable and in accordance
with reason that clerks to whom God has given an advantage of the lay folk in their
adormments within, should likewise differ from the lay folk outwardly in dress.”

There are three principal features of academic dress: the gown, the cap and the
hood. Their design and heraldry were, from as early as the eleventh and twelfth
centuries in the great European universities, the outward sign of the bringing
together of students and privileged persons under the same discipline.

To preserve their dignity and meaning, it early became necessary for these universities
to set rules for academic dress. American universities agreed on a system in 1895
and set up a suitable code of academic dress for the colleges and universities of the
United States. In 1932, and again in 1959, the American Council on Education
revised the code which, for the most part, governs the style of academic dress today.

THE GOWN. The flowing gown comes from the twelfth century. Many think it
was worn in olden times as protection against the cold of unheated buildings. It has
become symbolic of the democracy of scholarship, for it completely covers any dress
of rank or social standing. The associate’s degree gown is grey. The gown is black for
all degrees above the associate’s, with pointed sleeves for the bachelor’s degree;
oblong sleeves for the master’s degree; and bell-shaped sleeves for the doctor’s
degree. For the bachelor’s and master’s degree, the gown has no trimmings. For the
doctor’s degree, it is faced down the front with velvet and has three bars of velvet
across the sleeves in the color distinctive of the faculty or discipline to which the
degree pertains. More recently, the official colors of Thomas Edison State College,
burgundy and cream, have been used in the gown and its decorations.

THE CAP. When Roman law freed a slave, he won the privilege of wearing a cap.
Thus, the academic cap is a sign of freedom of scholarship and the responsibility
and dignity with which scholarship endows the wearer. Old poetry records the cap
of scholarship as square to symbolize the hook, although some authorities claim that
the mortar board is the symbol of the masons, a privileged guild. The color of the
tassel on the cap denotes the discipline. The associate's cap is grey. Caps for master's
and doctor’s degrees are often black, but may appear in other colors, as well,
depending on the rest of the regalia.

THE HOOD. Since almost all of the students and faculty in the medieval universities
were clerics (minor church ecclesiastics) and were tonsured (i.c., had shaved heads), the
hood served to cover the shaved head from the cold of unheated buildings. Eventually,
the hood was superseded by the skull cap and evolved into a headdress more or less like
those in use today. Heraldically, the hood is an inverted shield with one or more
chevrons of a secondary color on the ground of the primary color of the college. The
color of the facing of the hood denotes the discipline represented by the degree; the
color of the lining of the hood designates the college or university from which the
degree was granted.

THE MACE. The mace—a heavy staff or club fashioned entirely of metal with a
metal head—was originally a weapon of war. In the sixteenth century, it became a
ceremonial standard and a scepter of office. It resembled the original weapon and
was carried before officials at ceremonial occasions. It is still in use in the British
House of Commons, where it lies upon the table before the speaker as a symbol of
the authority of the House.

The mace of Thomas Edison State College was designed by the College and was
inaugurated as the scepter of office at the October 1990 Commencement ceremony,
It is a solid maple scepter with a two-sided medallion mounted to the head by a
brass collar. There are three brass bands on the shaft, upon which the names of the
College’s three presidents and their rerms are inscribed as follows: James Douglas
Brown, Jr., 1972-1978; Larraine Rose Matusak, 1979-1982; and George A. Pruitt,
1982-present. The mace shatt and base are finished in mahogany.

Carried in the procession by Dr. Maxine Lentz, the academic dean, the mace
symbolizes the authority of the Office of the President.

Honorary Degree Recipients

Chief Roy Crazy Horse

For outstanding contributions to his own Powhatan Renape Nation and to society in general,
Chief Roy Crazy Horse is being awarded the degree of Doctor of Humane Letters, honoris causa.

Chief Roy Crazy Horse is the Executive Administrative Director of the Powhatan Indians of
Delaware Valley. He is also the Executive Direcror of the Coalition of Eastern Native Americans.
He has distinguished himself as a leader of and role model for the Powhatan Renape Narion. He
has worked unceasingly to educate his own people and others abour the rich cultural heritage of
the Powhatan Renape Nation and aboat Native Americans, in general.

Chief Roy Crazy Horse developed the first Indian family counseling service in New Jersey and is
a founder of the New Jersey Native American Cultural Center. A respected author of books and
articles on Native American issues, Chief Crazy Horse has taught in the Indian Studies department
at Rowan State College and lectured ar various colleges and universities throughout the Middle
Atlantic States.

Jerry T. Ice

For outstanding contributions to higher education, Thomas Edison State College staff, and
Thomas Edison State College students and alumni, Jerry T. Ice is being awarded the degree of
Doctor of Humane Letters, honoris causa.

Jerry lee has recently been appointed Executive Director of the Graduate School, United States
Department of Agriculture (USDA), in Washington, D.C. As Executive Director, he oversees the
work of the Graduate School’s 18 business units, its National Independent Study Center, and its
Leadership Development Academy.

Before taking up his duties at the Graduate School, Jerry lee served Thomas Edison State
College for some 18 years as Vice President and Provost, the College’s chief academic officer. He is
the architect of the College’s current academic programs and degree offerings. All the academic
policies and procedures that have served our students and the College so well bear his stamp.

Dr. Iee came to Thomas Edison State College from Indiana University of Pennsylvania (IUP),
where he served as Associate Provost and Dean, School of Continuing Education and The
Graduate School. Prior to his appointment to IUD, he held several administrative positions at
Montclair State University, in New Jersey.

Dr. Iee received his Ed. D degree in Administration and Supervision from Fordham University.
Many of his publications and presentations have focused on the educational needs and goals of
adult learners, the primary population Thomas Edison State College serves. During his tenure at
Thomas Edison State College, a number of programs have been implemented, including the
National Institute for the Assessment of Experiential Learning, collaborative relationships with all
the community colleges in New Jersey, and joint ventures with the University of South Africa, US
Open University, and several institutions outside the state.

For outstanding contributions to the business and civic communities, and for his dedicated service to
Thomas Edison State College, Maurice Perilli is being awarded the degree of Doctor of Humane
Letters, honoris causa.

Maurice Perilli is Chairman of the Board of Roma Federal Savings Bank, where he oversees the opera-
tion of the Purchasing Department, the Human Resources Department, Security, and the Building and
Property staff. Mr. Perilli is also an active member of the Thomas Edison State College Foundation Board.

Maurice Perilli has had a varied and distinguished business career, having been involved in printing and
publishing for more than forty years and having worked in banking for more than thirty years. His civic
activities have included service as Vice Chairman of the Hamilton Township Planning Board, as
Chairman of the Hamilton Township Zoning Board, and as Police Commissioner of Hamilton Township.
M. Perilli has also served on numerous boards for hospitals, charities, service organizations, and civic and
religious organizations. Since December of 1993, he has also been a dedicated member of the Thomas
Edison State College Foundation Board, where he has made invaluable contributions to our College and
its students.

Deborah T. Poritz

For outstanding contributions to the legal community and to the citizens of the State of New Jersey, the
Honorable Deborah T. Poritz is being awarded the degree of Doctor of Humane Letters, honoyis causa.

Deborah Poritz is Chief Justice of the Supreme Court of New Jersey and has served in this office
since 1996. In 1977, Chief Justice Poritz received her law degree from the University of Pennsylvania
Law School and proceeded to join the office of the New Jersey Attorney General in the Division of
Law, Environmental Protection Section, Since that time, and before becoming Chief Justice of the
Supreme Court, she has distinguished herself as an attorney, as a vubernatorial advisor, and as the first
female Attorney General for the State of New Jersey.

Chief Justice Poritz received her bachelor of arts degree, magna cum laude, from Brooklyn College,
where she was elected ro Phi Beta Kappa. She then studied English and American Literature at
Columbia University and continued graduate studies at Brandeis University. Before pursuing her law
degree, she taught composition and literature at Ursinus College.

Urban G. Whitaker

For outstanding contributions to higher education, and for his dedicated service to Thomas Edison
State College, Urban Whitaker is being awarded the degree of Doctor of Humane Letters, honoris
causa.

Urban Whitaker has long been involved in experiential learning and career development. He served
as practitioner, teacher, and administrator in cooperative education and other experiential learning
programs at San Francisco State University. He also is Emeritus Professor of International Relations
and Dean of Undergraduate Studies ar San Francisco State University. He has developed materials in a
number of media on prior learning and assessment of career-transferable skills, and is the author of
Assessing Learning: Standards, Principles and Procedures.

Urban Whitaker, who holds a Ph.D. from the University of Washington, has consulted for numerous
colleges and has performed multiple roles for the Council for Adult and Experiential Learning (CAEL)
including author, member of the Board of Directors, regional manager, and presenter. Urban Whitaker
was a charter member of the faculty for the Thomas Edison State College Institute of Experiential
Learning and Assessment in 1989, and he has served on the Institute faculty every year since then,

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SOLDIERS AND SAILORS” WAR MEMORIAL

I'he Trenton War Memorial on the Delaware River in downtown Trenton, N.J. has served the state
capital and central New Jersey for nearly 70 years. An architectural treasure listed on the National
Hegister of Historic Sites, the memorial has served as a backdrop for some of New Jersey's top tier of
sociery, business and entertainment.

[he Soldiers and Sailors” War Memorial was planned by men who believed they were commemorating
the war to end wars, the war that had made the world sate for dem wracy. Designed by architect William
A. Klemann, the building was completed March 1, 1932, The formal opening and dedication, however,
took place January 19, 1932, at the second inaugural of Governor A. Harry Moore.

Conceived as “a great community center,” the War Memorial lived up to irs planners’ intentions from the
start. The War Memorial has been the site for the inauguration of every New Jersey governor since 1932,
Three Presidents of the United States have given specches at the Trenton War Memorial: Harry S.
lruman, Dwight D. Eisenhower and John F Kennedy, As an emissary of her hushand, Mrs. Franklin D.
Roosevelt also made a speech in the theater. The roster of world-class artists and entertainers who have
performed in the Trenton War Memorial includes Louis Armstrong, Leonard Bernstein, Johnny Cash,
Bill Cosby, Duke Ellington, Bobh Hope, Vladimir Horowitz, B.B. King, the Kirov Ballet, Peter, Paul &
Mary, Frank Sinatra and Bruce Springsteen.

On January 12, 1988, both houses of the Legislature, while gathered at the War Memorial for Gov.
Thomas H. Kean's State of the State address, heard a preface they hadn't expected. As he looked out
over the faded auditorium, the governor proposed that New Jersey restore it. Backed by the city and
county, the legislation was signed by the governor on August 31 and transferred ownership to the state,
with the promise that the landmark building would be brought back 1o its former vlory.

Nearly five years of meticulous restoration and renovation brought the Trenton War Memorial into the
21st Century while preserving and renewing the theater’s lralian Renaissance-style elegance and
prandeur. Reopened to the public in January 1999, following the $35 million restoration-renovation, the

Trenton War Memorial is poised to recapture its place as central New Jersey's finest performing arts cen-
ter and banquet-conference center.
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
