The College’s Adults Back to College (ABC)
Program - focused on increasing the number
of New Jersey residents who possess bachelor’s
degrees — proved to a number of students that
they can, indeed, finish what they started.

Norris Browne, BA '14, who was among 16
students completing the ABC Program,
explained, "Many of us found ourselves in a
vastly changing and competitive economic
environment, where our experience in a
particular industry is no longer sufficient to
guarantee future success. | knew that returning
to college to obtain another degree was the
only way to make myself more competitive.’

Serving as the program's student advisor, | felt
privileged to work with students like Norris and
play a role in a unique opportunity for others
whose college educations were interrupted
along the way. Dr. Ann Mester, assistant dean in
the Heavin School of Arts and Sciences, served
as the program's director, with part-time staff
member, Patrice Coleman-Boatwright, serving
as the grant's administrator. The program
concluded on June 30, 2014.

A total of 260 candidates applied to the ABC
Program, which was sponsored by a federal
grant for Disengaged Adults Retumning to
College. To qualify, applicants were expected o
have earned at least half of their credits toward a
bachelor’s degree program prior to applying and
had to have left another New Jersey institution of
higher education within the last 10 years in good
standing. Out of the candidate pool, 84 students
who met the criteria enrolled. For an additional
50 students who did not meet the criteria, the
application process provided enough incentive
to enroll at the College anyway.

Several ABC Program webinars were made
available to all enrolled students to help them
sharpen their academic skills and facilitate their
degree journey.

The affiliate of Thomas Edison State
College announced a recent addition to the
suite of electronic resources it currently offers
students: the Pronunciator online language
program

The Pronunciator procram contains resources
to learn 80 languages and up to 10,000 phrases
at your own pace. To help reinforce retention
of your new language, the program includes
quizzes, audio lessons and pronunciation
tutorials as well as language phrase books in
PDF format. Learners have the flexibility to
move through lessons based on their skill
level and learning goals. English as a second

"Threats were keeping pace
with technological advances and it con-
tinues to be an ongoing and rapid-fire
learning process. It's not a traditional arms
race anymore. The borders are far more
amorphous and the potential scale of the
threat is mind-bogaling. Within the cyber-
domain, every Intermet-connected system,
computer or device serves as a potential
entry point, That reality demands that you
become a lifelong learner in the field”
